Location: Jamestown Settlement is located on Route 31
South near the Colonial Parkway, just 10 minutes from
Colonial Williamsburg and adjacent to Historic Jame-
stowne. Take I-64 to Exit 234 (approaching from the
west) or Exit 242A (approaching from the east). The
Yorktown Victory Center is located on Route 1020 near
the Colonial Parkway in Yorktown, near the Yorktown
Battlefield. Take I-64 to Exit 247. Both museums are
easily accessible from I-64, the Colonial Parkway or
Williamsburg. The driving distance between the two
museums is about 30 minutes.
